Rumor has it that Apple is currently building MacBooks for a May/June Release

The wait for the r evised Intel iBook (aka MacBook) continues, alongside speculation about the release date of the MacBook. 
Several readers have pointed out analyst speculation that the Intel iBook could be 
released as soon as tomorrow. This would be on the eve of AppleÕs Q2 2006 Financial 
Results. If that date falls thr ough, according to r eports, internal CPU sales goals at 
retail Apple Stores have been increased substantially starting in May. These 
estimates suggest Apple is expecting  a boost to sales for their CPUs in the next four 
weeks. The most recent reports have claimed that the 13.3Ó Intel MacBook is in

Navigate your way to 
the Þle you want to 
send, click OK, and the 
Þle will be sent to the 
person youÕre chatting 
with (and a link to 
download your Þle will 
appear in their iChat 
window). No matter 
how big the Þle size is, 
itÕll get there.

AppleÕs Q2 
2006 Financials
Apple r eported on their Q2 2006 Financial Results 
and provided a webcast conference call. Here are 
relevant notes from that conference call: Mac busi-
ness 50% of quarterly revenue.

- Up 4% from the same quarter last year
- Pleased with Intel transition pr ogress, and Òsolidly 
on trackÓ to complete the Intel transition by the end 
of calendar 2006.
- ÒPauseÓ in sales due to transition anticipation. 
Reasons listed include: delays due to shipping de-
lays on MacBook Pro, users awaiting Universal 
Apps and users awaiting upcoming Intel Macs.

Revenue.
